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HOW TO FILE I-130 PETITIONS IN CURAÇAO
Only American citizens residing in the Netherlands Antilles and Aruba may submit petitions in person at the U.S. Consulate for the following immediate relatives: spouses, minor children, and parents.

Required documents to file your I-130 petition:

· Proof of residence in the Netherlands Antilles or Aruba e.g. Sedula card

· The original document that establishes the relationship between the petitioner and the beneficiary (marriage certificate if filing for spouse, birth certificates if petitioner filing for his/her child or parent).

· Please refer to the instruction page of the Form I-130 for document requirements. 

· Proof of U.S. citizenship (e.g. passport)

· Proof of termination of any prior marriage(s) 

· Photographs, one for yourself and one for your spouse to be attached along with the Form G-325A (Biographic Information). 

· Beneficiary's passport.

· The I-130 petition

· Any document not in English should be translated by a sworn translator.

· The filing fee is $130 and must be paid in a cashier’s check that is negotiable in the U.S. made out to the U.S. Disbursing Officer.

Please prepare one (1) set of copies of all the original documents being submitted in support of the petition. The originals of these documents will be returned to you. Please note that failure to provide complete and accurate information could result in a delay in processing the petition and subsequent immigrant visa. 

Your petition will be reviewed for completeness and to verify the information provided. If documents are missing or if an interview is deemed necessary to complete the process, the INS office will notify you.

Once INS approves the petition, it is forwarded to the U.S. Embassy in Bridgetown or Caracas (depending on the island you reside on). For additional inquiries on the Immigrant Visa process, please see www.travel.state.gov or http://www.bcis.gov/
