KC 135 PLANE LANDS SAFELY

The U.S. Consulate General is impressed with the swift action taken by the staff of the Curaçao International Airport N.V. (Curinta N.V.) in assisting a U.S. Air Force KC 135 airplane that developed difficulties on Monday, November 18, 2002.  The plane has landed safely with no reported injuries.  

The KC 135 crew was assisting local Forward Operating Location personnel on a routine visit. Shortly after take-off on Monday afternoon, the airplane developed problems.  The flight crew chose to return to Hato International Airport at approximately 16:25.  The crew has reported that the plane experienced hydraulic difficulties, which resulted in two tires bursting upon landing.  The FOL and airport authorities began working immediately to move the plane from the runway. 

The planer will remain at Hato International Airport until repairs have been made.  

Curinta has verified that no commercial flights were delayed or cancelled due to this unanticipated landing.  The U.S. Consulate General and FOL thank Curinta and Hato International Airport staff for their quick response and assistance.
